We are excited to inform you that Gamma Phi is currently preparing for another suc-
cessful Pump Up for Piccolo charity event benefitting the Brian Piccolo Cancer Research Fund. This year the
entire chapter has offered numerous innovative ideas that are sure to increase the success of our annual
philanthropic event. In the past we have had excellent participation from our brotherhood and from the
Wake Forest Men'’s Football team, but this year we expect even greater participation from the entire Greek
community. We plan to increase participation from the Wake Forest community by hosting a concert in ben-
efit of the Brian Piccolo Fund following our Pump Up event.

As many of you know, Brian Piccolo was a Wake Forest football player who led the nation in rushing
yards and scoring during his senior season in 1964.
